This Day in History – May 12, 1957: Race car driver A.J. Foyt gets first pro victory
From the History Channel…

On this day in 1957, race car driver A.J. Foyt (1935- ) scores his first professional victory, in a U.S. Automobile Club (USAC) midget car race in Kansas City, Missouri. 

A tough-as-nails Texan, Anthony Joseph Foyt, Jr. raced midget cars--smaller vehicles designed to be driven in races of shorter distances--and stock cars before moving up to bigger things in 1958, when he entered his first Indianapolis 500 race. Foyt won his first Indy 500 crown in 1961, when rival Eddie Sachs was forced to make a tire change in the final laps, giving Foyt the chance to overtake him and win with a then-record average speed of 139.13 mph. 

The 1964 season saw Foyt earn a record-setting winning percentage of .769 with 10 wins in 13 races. His most important win that year came in the Indy 500, which he finished with an average speed of 147.45 mph. After a near-fatal crash in a stock car race in 1965--in which he broke his back, fractured his ankle and suffered severe chest injuries--Foyt came back to continue his string of impressive achievements. In 1967, he won his third Indy 500 in a car he had designed himself, with his father Tony as chief mechanic. Two weeks later, he traveled to France and won the 24 Hours of LeMans international competition with teammate Don Gurney. With a win at the Daytona 500 in 1972, Foyt became the first driver to win all three major races in motor sports: the Indy 500, the Daytona 500 and the 24 Hours of LeMans. 

In addition to the records for most total victories (67), most national championships (7) and most victories in one season (10), Foyt also has the most consecutive Indy 500 starts: He competed in the race for 35 straight years. His fourth win came in 1977, when the 42-year-old Foyt screamed around the track at an average speed of 161.331 mph. Only two other men have equaled his record of four Indy 500 wins. 

In 1989, Foyt became the first driver inducted into the brand-new Motor Sports Hall of Fame in Novi, Michigan. He practiced at the Indy 500 track in 1993, but retired on the first day of qualifying races. Apart from auto racing teams, Foyt's later business interests have included car dealerships, funeral homes, oil investments and thoroughbred racehorses.

Additionally, Proposition 1, which is about the funding of the Arts of Collin County, is on the ballot. This was approved by voters 9 years ago and has been placed back on the ballot by voter petition because of the length of time between the original election in 2002, coupled with the tremendous population growth in Frisco since that time. The wording on the ballot is a little confusing, so here’s how you need to vote depending on where you stand. Vote FOR Proposition 1 if you wish to revoke the Arts of Collin County bonds to suspend the project or Vote AGAINST if you wish to keep funding the Arts of Collin County project with Frisco taxpayer dollars.

Many of you have emailed us asking who we are voting for in this election and where we stand on Proposition 1. Because we strive to keep our newsletter a “Politics-Free” zone, we’d be happy to share with you who/what we are supporting and why if you will email us. With my being on the Frisco City Council for 6 of the most formidable years of growth in this amazing city, we certainly have a strong opinion on this topic and Erika & I would be happy to hear from you. Whatever you do, make sure you get out and vote if you haven’t yet!

The Texas Tornado have announced their team awards for the 2010-11 season, and the winners are:

Leading Scorer-Jack Prince:  In his second season with the Tornado, Prince led all scores with 60 points.  This marks the second straight year Prince has led the team in scoring.  Prince registered 26 goals and 34 assists (both career highs) in just 51 games.  He finished the regular season on a tear, registering at least a point in 14 of Texas' final 15 games.  In this year's playoffs, Prince had three points in the four games against Amarillo.

Most Improved Player-Marc Biggs, Taylor Herndon:  This year's Most Improved Player Award actually went to two Tornado players, forwards Marc Biggs and Taylor Herndon.  Biggs finished his rookie season with 32 points in 47 games played.  Biggs really stepped his game up the final month of the regular season, notching nine points in his last nine games.  His first career goal came back on October 8th in a 3-2 win at home over the Amarillo Bulls.  The goal also happened to be the game-winner.  Taylor Herndon came to the Tornado after playing last season for the Wichita Falls Wildcats.  In just 24 games with the Wildcats last season, Herndon had just six points.  However, this season Herndon nearly quadrupled his output scoring 23 points in 43 games played.  Like Biggs, Herndon was phenomenal down the stretch and was named the NAHL South Division Player of the Week on March 21st.

Best Defenseman-Ralfs Freibergs:  In his season and a half with the Tornado, defenseman Ralfs Freibergs has quickly become one of the best players in Tornado history to patrol the blueline.  This past season was one for the record books for Freibergs.  He not only led all NAHL defensemen in points and assists, but he also set the all-time Tornado record for both this season with his 55 points and 48 assists, eclipsing the mark set by Brett Blatchford set back in 2005-06.  Freibergs also led the team in plus/minus with a +21 mark.

Tornado Award-Mico Solorzano:  Although the Tornado Award is hard to explain, to sum it up, it goes to the player who best exemplifies the spirit and determination of a Tornado player as recognized by his teammates. Although it can be argued that many of the Tornado players show this type of quality, one stood out among the pack and it was Mico Solorzano.  Whether getting a hard-fought goal down low in the crease, or laying a big hit, or challenging the toughest guy on the other team, Mico did it all and won the respect of his opponents, fans and teammates alike.  His grit and willingness to do just about anything for this team and teammates is the major reason Solorzano was named to this award.

Most Valuable Player-Jack Prince, Ralfs Freibergs:  It is tough to argue that when it came to the voting, Jack Prince and Ralfs Freibers fell in a dead heat for Most Valuable Player for the Tornado.  As documented previously, Prince led the Tornado in points for a second straight season and is arguable one of the best power forwards in the league.  Prince did this all while missing three weeks of action, as he played for his native England in the Division I World Junior Championships in December, where he led the tournament in goals.  On the defensive side, it was hard to argue the selection of Freibergs as co-MVP after the season he had.  Besides the record-breaking numbers Freibergs put up, he also led his native Lativa to the Division I World Junior Championship back in December, while being named the tournament's most outstanding defenseman.

NEW – WESTRIDGE BOULEVARD AND WINDING CREEK DRIVE CLOSED FOR THREE MONTHS AT CUSTER ROAD:

As part of TxDOT’s widening project, several side streets on the west side of Custer Road will be closed for three months.  The streets closed within Frisco include Westridge Boulevard and Winding Creek Drive.  During these closures, detour signs will be posted to direct motorists along alternate routes to and from Custer Road.

- Motorists who normally use Westridge Boulevard to access Custer Road will need to use Independence Parkway to reach Virginia Parkway or Eldorado Parkway as a detour to Custer Road.  

- Residents of Winding Creek Estates will need to travel south through the neighborhood to Eldorado Parkway in order to reach Custer Road.

Motorists are urged to use caution in the construction zone.

NEW – TRAFFIC SWITCH ON ELDORADO PARKWAY AT PRESTON ROAD:
 

As part of TxDOT’s Preston Road widening project, all traffic on Eldorado Parkway is be switched to the south side of Eldorado Parkway.  East and westbound traffic will now share the southern half of the road while the northeast quadrant of the intersection is reconstructed. 

This will change the alignment of the through lanes of Eldorado Parkway as it crosses Preston Road so motorists in all directions at that intersection should pay attention to the new location of stop lines.

NEW - LANDSCAPE DESIGN/DETAIL (EARLY MAY):

We are now entering the warmer months of the year and it is imperative we finish up whatever we have going on so you can enjoy your Summer and not have to be out in 100 degree heat working which can be stressful on our bodies but May is still a pretty time of year as most flowering plants and Shrubs are still blooming. First as always I want to talk about Trees. As you are aware Trees are an important issue with our Landscape, they provide us with shade which assist in A/c bills and show off their beauty. Keep in mind planting any Tree at this time can be at your disadvantage, it is better to put any future plans on Trees until this Fall season. You may plant any kind of Palm Tree now through August though. Some may not be aware of this but this Winter did tremendous damage to local Palm trees including one of mine that was 7 years old. If you do not see any Prones coming out by late May you may have lost it. To dig any Palm out of the ground and replace it takes some work but it is not as hard as you think. First of all you need to scrape away as much soil, mulch, rock away from the base as you can and have one person pulling on it from one end and another snipping off any roots as they begin showing, it will take some time going around and around but do not try and pull it out with a truck or car, Palm roots are deep and invasive and can interrupt Concrete or Foundations to your home if planted close to the home. You can then replace it with a new one just ensure you include good solid Top Soil when you do so you can pack the soil around the base making it sturdy.

Right now is a good time to over look your Trees, with new growth you can document what branches need to come out this coming Fall. I try and recommend all branches to all Trees be pruned up if they carry a canopy of branches over sidewalks or streets. If a person has to dodge your low branches and they get injured well then you may have a problem and we are all responsible for this. Look over each Tree to see if the roots are heading too close to the home itself. If they are top roots you can snipe them off this Fall. I consider Trees the biggest investment we as homeowners will ever make because location can cause you a lot of heartache over time. This is why I stress the need to know your Tree before planting it. If you’re not sure or just not aware of what I recommend please contact me at my homes email address below. I do Home visits all for free and can give you some good tips and recommendations. I have a few recommendations concerning a few Trees I feel a need to talk about this week because they can make or break you if it is not looked into. First is the Bald Cypress- while looking at this beautiful specimen Tree with its Lime Green leaves in the Spring this Tree is "Very" Invasive and can kill off a lawn in a matter of years. I stress this for this Tree because this is a Top Root heavy Tree and the knots can possible crack a foundation and can definitely crack sidewalks and driveways, so is this Tree worth all that, maybe not if you have an acre of land but for most subdivisions these days this is one I personally would not plant in my yard. Second is the Sweetgum Tree this one drops rounded spikes balls year round and if walk on barefoot it can injure you, this Tree to is what I call a "Dirty Tree", same goes with the Cottonwood this Tree can drop and send pieces of cotton all over the neighborhood clogging Pool filters and home filters as well. Now, I am not saying these Trees are not good I am saying this because most property's these days are small and I do not want you to pick a tree that will do damage to whatever it can do so.

As far as our Perennials are concerned this is a perfect time to think about planting your selections. It is always a good idea to plan out any Perennial garden because it can look a little "Busy" by planting some of your flowers that might tower over shorter selections drowning out the overall look so it is wise to place higher flowers in back of shorter selections. I always in all gardens that I have prepared liked to add in and mix Garden Herbs due to the fact they provide an aroma and put out very unique flowers. Some of my favorites are as follows: Lavender-RoseMary-Thyme-Aloe Vera-Onion. Most garden herbs are used for cooking, aroma & in Perfumes, Sachets, Potpourri or as Herbal medicinal remedies. Some these days also can be used with cosmetics or hair rinses. Herbs mixed into your Garden type Landscape can add Texture, Colors, and Drama to the overall look. I have used Herbs in my Gardens for 22 years and I find them to be a huge asset as far as Rock Gardens are concerned because if trained and pruned right one can allow them to droop over Boulders giving it an old time look.

Do you have any slopes in your yard that seem to cause soil and grass loss? If so there are remedies we can take to fix the problem. One is to build a Terraced Wall. Doing so will allow normal nutrients in the soil to stay in place enriching the soil and Turf. You can also build a sloped garden using Ornamental Grasses and Groundcovers to hold the soil at bay. The key to any sloped property is to keep any erosion at bay and sadly I am seeing more and more erosion everywhere I do home visits. One other way you can stop erosion is to keep watering to a minimum where the slope exists. Nutrients in our soil is what makes Turf healthy, if that is jeopardized the soil will erode and that Turf will either die or become sparse. Trees on Slopes will assist in helping erosion as well but over time that Tree if large enough will give in and tip from high winds or torrential rainfall, so if you pick a Tree source to protect erosion from occurring pick one's that are much smaller. I still believe using Terraces on large slopes is the best policy for erosion.

Lastly for this week are some weekly tips. First ensure either you or your mowing company do not dent Trees, I see it all the time and though I mow my own yard and know the consequences to banging my mower against my Tree trunks most Landscape Companies do not or should I say the people that mow for them do not know nor care, enforce this issue with them. Any large enough scratch can cause insect infestation and once that occurs you will begin seeing problems. Try and keep established Trees pruned up as they grow to avoid too much shade otherwise you will see Turf erosion and pulling back I call it leaving a muddy mess. As a suggestion too I do not recommend buying Sod and throwing it over Tree roots or on areas that are dying, instead what I recommend is to dig out old soil and placing new in place snug and fit in place so rooting will be much easier for the new sod. As far as wanting Sod over large roots what I would do is place a large amount of top soil over those roots and place new sod squares over that and hand water the areas for 5-7 days unless we are getting ample rainfall. Ensure all grass is not growing between concrete surfaces by spraying Grass/weed killer or better yet be Green and use scissors to dig it out. Keep a close eye out on Spring Weeds because Summer Weeds are around the corner and you do not want any of this getting away from you, a perfect job for the kid's to do. Please keep in mind when using sprinkler systems, keep them Shut-Off when we are having high winds it is a huge waste of our natural resource and your water is washing not only the streets but your neighbor's lawn. 

The one thing I am stressing (and believe me, I know many of you might be sick of hearing me say so) but I truly feel a need to keep at it because I care about our Water supply and do not ever want to see what is happening worldwide happen here, and that is waste of water when it is not truly necessary. I try and use "Less is best" when it comes to our Turf. I know the thinking is if I water more the lawn will be greener, not true at all, water your lawn once a week and your Turf will be strong and deep whereas over-watering more than once a week your Turf is subject to be shallow and more subject to die at some point.

Now for my two Landscape terms and description:

1.) Variegated 

Description: Having various colors or color patterns. Plant foliage is streaked, edged or blotched with a contrasting color.

2.) Melting out 

Description: This is a condition in which herbaceous plants that suddenly collapse, wither up and/or die. Palm Trees are an example.

 

Now for my Tree/Shrub/Flower/Palm/Groundcover or Ornamental grass selections for the week. (Keep in mind my selections tolerate our weather conditions best.)

 

Tree of the Week: Little Gem Magnolia - A compact upright evergreen Tree and is termed to be the smallest of the Magnolia's. Its large Lustrous Dark Green leaves are covered with a bronze brown look that come with Creamy-White Flowers that makes this selection stand out from others. Height: 25ft Spread: 15ft.

 

Shrub of the Week: Silver King Euonymus - This is upright and a compact Shrub with White and Green variegated leaves. Tolerates Drought/Heat and poor soil conditions too. Height: 6ft Spread: 3ft.

 

Flower of the Week: Lantana (Annual) - This is a popular addition to many yards, fast growing ground type plant that show's off its color all summer long well into Fall. Great for hanging baskets but if not kept under control it can get messy. Hgt: 2ft Spread: 3ft+.

 

Palm of the Week: Canary Island Date Palm -Attractive curved leaves form a dense crown that creates weeping clusters of small flowers yellow that arrive in spring. Striking for its size and look will enhance any Landscape. Height: 60ft Spread: 40ft.

 

Groundcover or Ornamental Grass of the Week: Sedges Grass - Easy to grow clump-form bearing grass like leaves. Adds interest in color and texture and a unique addition to any form of Landscaped Garden add a few next to a large Boulder or a Japanese lantern it is a sense of class for the homeowner. Height: 24in Spread: 12in.

 

That is my report for this week. We have been blessed with some rainfall and let’s give thanks for that. Let us all hope that this is a trend but it is likely a break and drought will follow but we can give the Sprinklers a break at this time. I try and request us all to keep Frisco Streets clean of trash. I recommend too placing all Trash/Recycle bins in a safe area where wind cannot tip them over sending trash all over the neighborhood. Cigarette butts out the window is not a good idea even with recent rains, our ground is still dry. If I can be of any assistance please contact me at the following: glenn.kopanski@sbcglobal.net. I try to give a sense of caring to our Country one I served and love for this week I will say you might not like your neighbor but it is very American like to try and get to know them, we never know when we might just need them. Case in point: the Tornado outbreak in neighboring States is a tragedy, but it will take Community involvement to get them past this latest disaster. 
A caring Community is a strong Community and one to be admired, so we can try harder to show the ones around us that we do care about them. As an Ex-Soldier myself, this is the Country I dream of for our children's sake, we can make the bed for them to lie in one day. Take Care all and I have some good ideas all summer for you.
