This Day in History – August 6, 1945: Atomic Bomb is Dropped on Hiroshima

From the History Channel…

On this day in 1945, at 8:16 a.m. Japanese time, an American B-29 bomber, the Enola Gay, drops the world's first atom bomb, over the city of Hiroshima. Approximately 80,000 people are killed as a direct result of the blast, and another 35,000 are injured. At least another 60,000 would be dead by the end of the year from the effects of the fallout.

U.S. President Harry S. Truman, discouraged by the Japanese response to the Potsdam Conference's demand for unconditional surrender, made the decision to use the atom bomb to end the war in order to prevent what he predicted would be a much greater loss of life were the United States to invade the Japanese mainland. And so on August 5, while a "conventional" bombing of Japan was underway, "Little Boy," (the nickname for one of two atom bombs available for use against Japan), was loaded onto Lt. Col. Paul W. Tibbets' plane on Tinian Island in the Marianas. Tibbets' B-29, named the Enola Gay after his mother, left the island at 2:45 a.m. on August 6. Five and a half hours later, "Little Boy" was dropped, exploding 1,900 feet over a hospital and unleashing the equivalent of 12,500 tons of TNT. The bomb had several inscriptions scribbled on its shell, one of which read "Greetings to the Emperor from the men of the Indianapolis" (the ship that transported the bomb to the Marianas).

There were 90,000 buildings in Hiroshima before the bomb was dropped; only 28,000 remained after the bombing. Of the city's 200 doctors before the explosion; only 20 were left alive or capable of working. There were 1,780 nurses before-only 150 remained who were able to tend to the sick and dying.

According to John Hersey's classic work Hiroshima, the Hiroshima city government had put hundreds of schoolgirls to work clearing fire lanes in the event of incendiary bomb attacks. They were out in the open when the Enola Gay dropped its load.

There were so many spontaneous fires set as a result of the bomb that a crewman of the Enola Gay stopped trying to count them. Another crewman remarked, "It's pretty terrific. What a relief it worked."

Sometimes, this results in our mailings bouncing back, with requests for us to respond to challenge/response messages to prevent future filtering. However, due to the size of our list, it’s nearly impossible for us handle the volume of such requests.

To that end, please realize that we want our readers to always anticipate and enjoy the valuable information that this community newsletter delivers.

If you currently use an anti-spam program or service, we ask that you take just a minute or two to add this newsletter to your “safe” or permitted email sender list. This usually involves simply adding our sending address to your whitelist, safelist, or list of privileged senders. This is commonly known as whitelisting a publication. It is August already as 2010 will soon be 2011 before we know it. I have some tips and ideas for you to keep and consider. I like to add in Tips because they are simple ways to have a garden successfully and not feeling like you are missing any education. For me I have been doing this kind of work since I was 10 years old, I am almost 53 so what I do comes naturally but for those who just have a tough time getting started I want you to know you’re not alone and your gifts in life are in other things you knew growing up. So, I want to make this as simply as I can to guide you through the Fall and Winter ahead for us and there is no Putt intended in what I said, we all have gifts that come naturally. Have to admit I am illiterate on these Pc's yet a 10 year old does it naturally. Ha.

First I want to touch on our Trees as always. We are in the hottest days the area has yearly so now is a great time to walk around your property with a cup of coffee or a cold Iced Tea and look over your Trees. Look for cracks in the "Y" I call them where numerous branches meet. Wind and T-storms can easily crack a Tree in those joints so look closely and note any discrepancies. Consider this Fall topping your tallest Trees if they are close to the Home or Driveways/Streets, this meaning to have someone come in and start at the top and work their way down in lowering the Trees size. It is all depending too on what kind of Tree we are talking about for instance Weeping Willows have a tendency to lean or large limbs breaking in wind storms, staying ahead of the game is the best policy I can give you all. Most Landscape books say to plant Trees closer to the home giving you heavier shade and lowering your power bills, understand the thinking myself however if you do that you are putting yourself and your Home at risk of tipping one day and if so the damage is extensive and sadly to say many Homeowners insurance companies are not paying out if it is due to negligence and it can be considered that if they think that Tree could have been topped or moved further away from the home when planted. Keep that in mind for all new homes that are being built. If you’re considering planting any Palm Trees you need to do that by month's end. Palms need 3 months to root and planted later than September 1 you are at risk the Palm will have frozen roots, now if we have a cold winter like this past one wrapping the Palm in burlap will ensure the Fronds do not Rot or freeze down further inside the Palm itself. Once that cold weather has subsided take that burlap off for proper drying. If you plan on buying Trees this Fall ensure you know what you want where to plant it and read for aggressive roots within the Tree and what it can/could do to your home's foundation, sidewalk and driveway. I cannot stress this enough because ultimately it could cost you later.

For your Shrubs in August - I am getting e-mails and calls about Crepe Myrtles. If you visually see a white substance on the bark or the main trunk what I recommend you do is to mix Palmolive soap or Anti-Bacterial soaps sold at just about any store these days but ensure it is for outdoor plants and use a pair of rubber gloves wash the affected areas with a soft brush once that is completed allow it to sit for 20min and wash it down with a hose. Go get a quick cold drink and re-apply it once again only this time allow it to sit for 1 hour and again washing it down with a hose. Ensure this procedure is done before 8am, after that the sun is too intense. You should see a quick improvement, if not then I recommend you cut the affected branch off of the entire Shrub. What is truly attacking Myrtles right now are Spider Mites. If left too long it can do severe damage to it, so be proactive and get it done ASAP to ensure you can enjoy your plant for a long time. I already lost one of my Crepe's this year but it was infested and to save all of my neighbor's Shrubs I cut the entire plant to the ground. I do not recommend you plant anything this month, sit back and enjoy your property because Fall is only 7 weeks away and there will be work to be done before the Winter.

Now I wanted to give you some information I hope you will keep on hand because the info I have here is the best method to control and kill Broadleaf Weeds. I am going to list Texas's famous Weeds and the way to treat them. I do need to remind everyone if these weeds are left for long they can get so out of control it would take an army of men to get rid of them so I hope this will help you out some. (Broadleaf Weed Pests) - Clover - Chickweed - Dandelion - Wild Onion - Clock weed (Premergent Control names) Betasan - Dacthal and Gallery solutions. All can be bought at Home Depot & Lowe's. Best thing to do is ask for a tech in the garden center. If you are in doubt of what I have listed do a search online and type in the Control names and it will explain what the product is and how to apply it. If you are in doubt of what I just listed then hire a lawn service and ask for these weeds to be destroyed. They know the key to Weeds.  The weeds I will mention now are so very common in this area and you likely have more problems with these then the ones listed above. First of all our famous "Nutgrass". This is a narrow spiked type grass if pulled up by hand you will see a Nut if you did not get that then use a shovel to get that Nut otherwise it will be back. This weed I consider it to be is aggressive and can send streamers under the soil sending it's sprouts 30-40 ft away. Dallisgrass is a widebladed weed known to be almost everywhere and hard to see if mixed in with St. Augustine because they look the same but visual in Bermuda. Dig this out with a foot shovel. Crabgrass is another aggressive weed and must be completely dug out as it too will spread under the soil.

Okay, now for my selections of the Week for Trees - Shrubs and Perennials. Again I pulled some selections for Palm, Groundcover and Ornamental Grasses of the Week because our season is over for those but will pick back up in the early Spring of 2011. So, here goes for you:
 
Tree of the Week: Japanese Maple - This Tree is unique and in my opinion a Specimen Tree that will add value to any home due to its beauty. If you have a shady place in your backyard so you can enjoy it then this would be one to pick as it stays small and is not an aggressive Tree to any foundation, sidewalk or driveway. The total height can range from 2-20 ft  Spread: 3 - 20ft.
 
Shrub of the Week: Flowering Quince - The professional term to this plant is Chaenomeles Japonica meaning it comes from Japan the American term is Quince. The brilliant flowers that bursts from this plant will draw attention from anyone driving by. Most noted as a nice backdrop to a fishpond or fountain setting the tone you seek. There are a large variety of colors to Qunices but my favorite is always RED. Height: 3-4 ft and the Spread: 5ft. A very low plant for any garden that is very easy to take care of.
 
Perennial of the Week: Yarrow - This famous Perennial is totally easy to take care of besides de-heading which encourages more growth and flowers but this plant will begin blooming in early Spring and continue adding color to the garden until late Fall into early Winter if the weather is mild. Takes full sun allows drought conditions and comes in various colors, my favorite being Yellow. Height: 6in - 3ft Spread: 3ft. You will love this pick !!!
 
That is my report for this week. As always I do encourage water conservation. I know we need water for the garden but remember our grasses go dormant when we have these conditions anyway it is a natural process so in otherwards you can water all day and your grass will still tend to a tint of brown, it is a cycle thing and yes run the sprinkler systems once a week on trash day per restrictions but anymore is a waste of precious resources we may need one day. This intense heat too sends all grasses into a dormant state. Plants will tend to wilt during the hottest time of day, look at it this way if I was out all day in the sunlight I would wilt too and that is a normal process so do not panic your plant is healthy it is just stressed. For those like myself that have White Birch Trees again do not panic if it is dropping yellow leaves it too is stressed. Let us all hope we get a pattern change and soon, the daily intense heat will eventually show its damage if this keeps. I am seeing more trash than ever along our road ways and even in subdivisions like mine. I have to pick up Sonic bags soda bottles and more troubling cigarette butts. Now that is very dangerous right now. When a cigarette butt is thrown out the window lit it can start a yard on fire and then it turns into another situation so please be aware and understand there may be consequences to throwing them out the windows so for the safety of all I ask please not to risk damage to another and place them where they belong, I think I speak for many on this subject.

A Victory in the Protection of the Second Amendment

Last November, I joined a large bi-partisan group of state legislators and other elected officials from all 50 states and signed an amicus curiae, or "friend of the court," brief to encourage the U.S. Supreme Court to rule that Second Amendment rights must be upheld by the states through the Fourteenth Amendment.  The brief was in response to McDonald v. City of Chicago, a case filed in the U.S. Supreme Court by Army Veteran Otis McDonald, who challenged a 28-year old city ordinance in Chicago that banned private ownership of handguns. Mr. McDonald lived in a high-crime area and wanted to own a handgun in order to protect himself, his family and his home from area gang members who regularly threatened him.

I am pleased to report that on June 28, the U.S. Supreme Court ruled that all law-abiding Americans are entitled to the right to personally keep and bear arms, and cities do not have the authority to limit this right.  Justice Samuel Alito delivered the opinion and stated that that the Second Amendment right "applies equally to the federal government and the states."  This ruling will allow other Americans the opportunity to challenge state and local laws that limit the rights of individuals to bear arms.

Second Amendment freedoms should apply to all Americans. Gun owners across the country should rejoice in the Court's decision to restore and protect the gun rights of law-abiding Americans.  Furthermore, Americans should be proud of Mr. McDonald who, as a 76-year old South Side resident of Chicago and retired maintenance engineer, demonstrates that all Americans have an opportunity to make a positive difference in the fight to protect the freedoms entitled to Americans.
